• With your EdgeCCTV recording device you can copy evidential footage to a USB memory stick, CD-R and DVD-R.

•  Please ensure there are No Spaces in your filename.

• Compatible blank media is CD-R, CD-RW, DVD-R, DVD+R, DVD-RW.  DVD+RW is NOT compatible. 

•  Please ensure you are not trying to copy too much. If you include 10 minutes of footage from 16 cameras
equivalent of 1 camera for 2 ½ hours. 

•  You may encounter an error if the size of your file is over 2GB (gigabytes).  This can be check
